COMMUNICATION and ATTENDANCE

GENERAL COMMUNICATION — email with as much notice as appropriate for the subject.

ATTENDANCE - Teachers dismiss students to CARES each day. Attendance sheets are updated weekly and emailed to
teachers Monday mornings approx. 7:30, any additions or changes to your schedule after this time, please be sure to
email CARES and copy teachers.

If time sensitive — same day need to add or change your PM schedule, email CARES ASAP or by 1:45 PM to ensure the
information is received and acknowledged, please copy teachers and the office, mrsyoung@skdschool.org,
mrsguarino@skdschool.org,

If registered to attend on the same days each week - your child will be entered on the attendance sheet for those days
each week. If registered to attend on varying days each week - email your days prior to Monday of each week.If
registered to attend on occasion - email your days with as much advance notice as possible. Follow above procedures
for all changes or additions.

GENERAL INFORMATION

CARES (Children Are Receiving Extended Services) follows the policies, procedures, and values of SKD School. (See SKD
Family Handbook).

MORNINGS- All registered families may use AM CARES in the Cafeteria starting at 7 am sharp. Please ring the bell
located beside the right-side set of Chapel doors, facing the back of the Church. Staff will assist your child into the
building and take attendance. Children can eat breakfast from home or may purchase from Cafeteria Services when it is
open. Morning CARES offers time for quiet play, homework/study, and general socializing. Students are dismissed to
their classrooms before the start of school for their grade level. PK students walked to their rooms.

AFTERNOONS - At dismissal, CARES students walk to the cafeteria. PK students are escorted from their classrooms;
attendance, snack, and bathroom breaks follow. The remainder of the afternoon allows time for homework, age-
appropriate play, recreational and creative activities until pick-up. Grades K-8 go outside as much as possible. Make
sure your child is dressed and equipped for year-round outdoor weather. Pick-up is from the same doors for AM CARES
— the right-side set of Chapel doors... - please ring the bell. Parents are asked to remain outside. Staff will sign your child
out and dismiss them to you. Parents and authorized persons listed on the registration form will require photo
identification.

PROGRAM RATES, FEES AND PAYMENTS —-The CARES Program is entirely self-funded by monies received through
the rates and fees we charge. We depend on your timely payments for the smooth operation of our program.
Please see Program Rates in the Registration Packet link in the CARES section of the school website (Parent Resources).

SNACKS — A snack/drink must be brought from home in a separate bag. The Cafeteria Services snack cart is available in
the afternoon and offers snacks for purchase from approximately .25 to $1.50. Please no large bills.

HOMEWORK- time is scheduled for students (grades 1 through 8) to work independently on written assignments.
Students are expected to be prepared for and participate in this activity. Staff are available to assist but are not
responsible for checking if work is completed or correct. For sanitary reasons, we try minimize the use of shared
materials; it is strongly suggested that each student provide homework supplies.

AFTER SCHOOL CLUBS — Please inform us if your child will be participating in an after-school club and whether they will
go home directly from the club or go to CARES. Include start, end and renewal dates for each session. Your daily charge
will be reduced 1hr on club days if your child goes to CARES.

PERSONAL BELONGINGS — CARES is not responsible for any lost items. Please label all personal items and uniform
pieces. Cell phones are permitted for emergency use only and are to be kept in backpacks while at CARES. Laptops or
other forms of technology are allowed with limited use (see SKD Family Handbook) and are monitored by staff. Note:
For PK students, our bathrooms are full size. Self-reliance in the bathroom is required. Please provide extra clothing in
backpacks for incidental accidents.

MEDICAL/FAMILY CONCERNS - Please consult with the school Nurse (medical) or the Principal (family) for any
concerns that may affect your child while at CARES. A Nurse is not on duty during CARES hours, CARES does not have
access Nurses supplies and does not keep or administer prescription or over-the-counter medications unless approved
by the Nurse. For general cases of illness or injury, the staff will use their best judgment for the safety and well-being of
the child. You will be notified if your child shows signs of illness or injury that may require immediate pick-up. If a
serious injury occurs, we follow school protocol: call 911 immediately and notify the parents.

SAFETY - CARES follows all SKD emergency procedures and Health and Safety Plan guidelines. During CARES hours, we
practice regular hand washing/sanitizing and surface cleaning. We keep all access doors locked. No one is permitted into
the CARES rooms. We use a RING doorbell and inside monitor to assist with drop off and pick up identification.
